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INTRODUCTION TO THE AREA

The Orono Crown Lands are located just west of the
Village of Orono, Ontario. They comprise 633 acres
(256 ha) of coniferous plantations, mixed forest,
open field areas and a forested stream valley along
the Wilmot Creek.

There are over 30 km (20.5 miles) of walking and
biking trails. Parking is available off Ochonski Rd.
and on the 5th Conc. just east of this same road.

No motorized vehicles are allowed, and dogs must
be on a leash at all times. The trails are open free of
charge throughout the entire year.

The lands are managed in a cooperative agreement
between the Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources
and a volunteer group of local citizens known as
the Orono Crown Lands Trust; a not-for-profit,

registered charitable organization.

THE BIRDS

Of the 479 species of birds recorded in Ontario,
with 291 known to breed (Ontario Field
Ornithologists Checklist, 2008) the Orono Crown
Lands boasts a total of 209 species, recorded in a
casual manner by the author over a period of many
years, with additional notes from J. Slater, D. Lycett,
E. Allin and Gartner Lee. There are 80 species
known to have bred in the area. Species names and
order follow the American Ornithologists Union
Checklist of North American Birds (1998) and its
Supplements up to July, 2007.
